Bus Travel 

As you know many students 
are eligible to travel to and from 
school for free by bus and     
children are required to show 
their bus pass when boarding 
the bus. If a bus pass is lost 
students are required to       
purchase a new pass from the 
bus company for $10.00.  In the 
past our local bus companies 
have been lenient on students 
who have forgotten or lost their 
pass, although if a child forgets 
their pass their names are now 
recorded to ensure they are not 
repeat offenders.   
 
Traditionally students who are 
travelling to an address other 
than their own who do not have 
a bus pass have paid one     
dollar for the trip. I have         
received correspondence from 
Nowra Coaches stating that 
their fee structure has changed. 
I have attached this letter to the 
back of this newsletter for      
families to read.  
 
The fee structure now            
stipulates that instead of a 
blanket $1 cost, the price of the 
fare depends on the distance 
travelled. Each driver of the 
Worrigee bus now has a map 
which outlines the charge from 
our school to different areas of 
Worrigee and surrounding     
areas.
